	(B) Non-practical Stream


	Rules for the competition

	(a) Students will design and work on their own project in school. The category of non-practical work includes 
· Drawing/Art work
· Poster Design
· Short essay writing/Creative writing related to the topic/Poem
· Model
· Web-site
The length, dimension and physical size is not limited. 
(b) This is an individual basic competition. Each student should write up an introduction to give a concise and well-ordered account of their non-practical work(around 50-100 words) and title/name of the work produced. The title, school name and full names of students in both Chinese and English should be provided in the A4 or cover page (or the website) and well-bounded whatever necessary. 

(c) There is no restriction on the number of non-practical work nominations. Students only have to declare their respective category(ies) when submit the work in March 2010. 
(d) Students can participate one or more categories if they have one or more items. Each item must be assigned, by the participant, to one of the above-mentioned categories in (a). 
(e) All non-practical works done should be endorsed by School teacher(s) or the Principal prior to the submission.

(f) A preliminary screening based on the non-practical products (or the website) and the presentation materials will be conducted. Selected teams will be invited to attend a presentation/exhibition session. Each team should use a poster of about A1 size (59.4 x 84.1 cm, whatever necessary. The coordinator will approach you which format of presentation is needed.) and a summary (not more than 200 words in either Chinese or English) to briefly explain their products and answer some questions raised by a panel of judges and audience.

(g) Non-practical work will receive final adjudication undertaken by a panel of judges during the presentation or exhibition. 

(f)
If finalist teams participate in other competitions, they should notify the organizing committee as soon as possible so that proper arrangement could be made.

(g)
Students can only use either Chinese or English in their project report/website and presentation. Mixed mode of both languages is not allowed.

(h)
Schools will be responsible for the production costs of their projects.

	Adjudication
	The panel of judges comprises representatives from the organizers. All projects will be judged according to one or more of following criteria, whatever is appropriate:

(a) whether the work is relevant to the theme of the Olympiad,

(b) Ideals and creativity,

(c) Originality,

(d) whether the chemical principles described are sound,
(e)
appearance/beauty of works/words, 

(f)
whether the work describes a novel but significant experience and can be used or applied in 
other areas,
(g)
whether the presentation/expression of chemical ideas/knowledge is clear and convincing, and
(h) 
other criteria as deemed appropriate by the panel of judges.
(i) 
the nature of art work
The preliminary screening will focus on the quality of works. The final adjudication will focus on the overall performance of the team on the day of competition/presentation.

	Awards: 
	Award of Excellence for the following categories will be given on the competitive basis together with the quality of work admitted by the panel of judges.  
· Drawing/Art work
· Poster Design
· Short essay writing/Creative writing related to the topic/Poem
· Model
· Web-site
· Gold, silver and bronze medals will be presented in each category according to the competitive basis and the quality of work admitted by the panel of judges for awards. 

· Certificates and souvenirs will also be given to all members of the finalist and commendable teams.
