Main task:  Conduct a survey about how students go to school
Learning Objectives:

Language forms and Communicative Functions:

· Use ‘where’ to ask about locations, e.g. Where do you live?
· Vocabulary: means of transport

· Use ‘how’ to ask about ways of doing something, e.g. How do you come to school?
· Use the simple present tense to talk about present states, e.g. I live in Sha Tin.
Language Skills:

· Reading: Guess the meaning of unfamiliar words by using contextual or pictorial clues
· Speaking: Participate effectively I an oral interaction 
· Listening: 
· Identify the gist or main ideas in simple spoken texts with the help of cues

· Locate or provide information in response to questions

· Writing: Express ideas with the help of cues
Software Requirement: Internet Explorer, PowerPoint, Flash Player, school e-learning platform 

	Pre-task

· Listen to the song ‘Wheels on the bus’1 and ask about the means of transport in the song. 
· Show flash cards2 to learn the means of transport.

· Use the map3 to show students where the school is and lead in the topic ‘How do you come to school?’
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	While-task

· Play the game ‘Getting Around’ 4 to label means of transport. Play the game ‘Means of Transport’ 5 to revise the vocabulary.

· Read the chant in the text book. Draw students’ attention to the language focus, e.g. Where do you live? I live in …. Students may refer to the map3 when necessary. 
· Show the video ‘How do you come to school’ 6 to learn the language focus. Students work in pairs to find out how their partner comes to school. 
· Make use of an interactive pictogram7 to conduct a class survey about how students go to school.  Students can learn how to ask and answer questions in the survey. Discuss the result with the students.
· Students work in groups of four and conduct an interview with their group members about how they go to school using the worksheet8. 
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	Post-task

Presentation – pupils can share their interview results in class using the target language. 
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	Extended Activities

1. Make use of different forms of Worksheets9 to revise the means of transport. 

2. Play audio matching games ‘Means of Transport’ 5 and ‘Transport – by bus’ 10 to consolidate the vocabulary about means of transport.
