Pre-task


Motivate students by asking about what they want to be when they grow up. 


Teachers play / sing the song � HYPERLINK "http://learnenglishkids.britishcouncil.org/en/songs/people-work" ��‘People Work’�1 to introduce the topic and vocabulary about jobs.


Ask students to recall and identify the jobs in the song and their job duties. 





While-task


Use picture from the website, � HYPERLINK "http://www.eslgold.com/speaking/topic_occupations.html" ��‘Occupations’�2, to show more vocabulary of different jobs. 


Read an online story, � HYPERLINK "http://learnenglishkids.britishcouncil.org/en/short-stories/what-will-i-be-when-i-grow" ��‘What will I be when I grow up?’�3, about dream jobs and let students discuss what they want to be when they grow up and the reasons. (Less able students can read a short story � HYPERLINK "http://www.kizclub.com/storytime/wanabe/first.html" ��‘What I want to be’�4) 


Show an article, � HYPERLINK "http://www.teach-nology.com/gold/readjob1.html" ��‘What if I were a firefighter’�5, to discuss about the nature, the duties and the job requirements of a firefighter. Review the use of connective 'if' to express conditions. Draw students’ attention to the gist of each paragraph in writing about a job. 


Students write about their dream job. They can refer to the website � HYPERLINK "http://www.eslgold.com/speaking/topic_occupations.html" ��‘Occupations’�2 to find out ideas what they want to be and find out information about the job. Students can organize ideas into three paragraphs:

Job requirements


How to meet the requirements








Post-task
