Pre-task


  (1) Motivate students by asking what they like to do in their spare time. List their answers on the board. Watch � HYPERLINK "http://resources.hkedcity.net/resource_detail.php?rid=1226097131" ��Pinky's Hobby�1 - an ETV programme about a hobby day on which children will display their favourite hobbies. Before watching the programme, briefly introduce the outline of the programme and ask the students to guess what hobby Pinky can show to her friends on Hobby Day.  After the programme, clarify the definition of hobby with students. Ask students to list the hobbies of the different charaters in the programme.  





While-task


(1) Talk about activities 


Show the Powerpoint � HYPERLINK "http://resources.hkedcity.net/resource_detail.php?rid=1408675504" ��“Our Hobbies”�2 (Slide 1-9) to build and extend students’ vocabulary about hobbies


Introduce the use of ‘ing’ nouns and noun phrases to refer to activities. Show word cards with gerunds such as ‘reading’, ‘playing’, ‘making’, ‘doing’ and ‘collecting’ on the blackboard. Teacher can ask students to use ‘ing’ nouns and noun phrases to re-phrase the vocabulary on the PowerPoint slides. 


(2) Which activities do you like doing? (speaking task)


-   Show the � HYPERLINK "http://www.esl-galaxy.com/vocabsheets/activitiesyoulike.pdf" ��Activity Sheet (1)�3 to show students how to ask questions in conducting the interview. Highlight the use of question words and the use of ‘because’ in answering the questions.


-  Students can work in groups to interview group members about their favourite activities and talk about their hobbies. 


-  After the interview, students can report the results. 


(3) Interview and Write about your friend (Writing task)


-  Students work in pairs to do the interview based on the � HYPERLINK "http://www.esl-galaxy.com/vocabsheets/hobbiesinterview.pdf" ��Activity Sheet (2)�4 and write about their friends. 


-  After writing, students can do peer editing. 








Post-task


 After writing, students are encouraged to share their writing in class.


 Students can do a listening quiz, � HYPERLINK "http://www.esl-lab.com/eslbasic/hobbies-1.htm" ��Hobbies�5, to conclude what they have learnt about hobbies.
