II. Useful software/sites 

· Existing software: wordprocessor; ppt; scanner (into pdf)

· Film yourself – camera/video recorder; obtain animations from different sources

· MovieMaker: to create movie files with image/content

· Record directly from PC screen with CamStudio or other software

· Snaqit – screen recording

· Sites to put your videos: (i) Blogger – use blogging sites and emails the links to student, (ii) YouTube links to your own /other people’s video clips, (iii) upload, connect other images/links on platform like tumblr

· Seek help from school technicians, a good friend/team
III. Basic Steps in Flip

A. At Home

· Teachers provide short video clips assigned to check understanding
· Students: view video/other materials, complete assignment, send in questions to teacher
B. Before Class
· Teachers: check students' answers and questions, revise teaching content  correspondingly
C. In Class
· Teachers: ask question to check students' understanding, provide discussion question

· Students: participate in discussion, answer difficult questions
D. Videos:
· Short (5-7 min, within 10 min); self-made vs. YouTube/other made (more personal, tailored to own curriculum/ teaching method)

IV. Advantages/characteristics of Flip:

· Students answer pre-class questions

· Students ask pre-class questions

· Teachers know difficulties of students, hence more effective teaching

· Students look up information ahead of time

· Students learn from questions posted by classmates

· Students more motivated/less pressure

· Greater participation of low motivation students

· Teachers' job satisfaction improves
