Individuals Succeed

Most of the discussion sumounding MOOCs has focused on the courses, and the students, at a broad level. Issues like accrediation and
alternafive credentialing are important, and they will play a huge part in detemmining the future place of MOOCs in our educational systems. But in
falking about these issues on a large scale, itis easy o lose sight of the individuals (milions of them)who make up the MOOC audience. For the
most part, they are not looking for credit—they are interested in upgrading their current job skils, leaming new ones, or even justleaming
something new for the fun of it And some, even without official credit or degrees, are finding their passions and fransiating their new knowledge
and skils into new careers. Here is the story of one individual who changed her life after taking a MOOC.

Katie Leonard was working in the lab of a small biotech company in Monireal when she decided fo go back to school to study sofware
development. Her first foray into the field were courses offered through McGil University's Confinuing Education depariment. Over the course of a
couple of years, through night classes, she eamed a Ceriificate in Software Development, and then set out to find work in her new field. After a
couple of disappointing job interviews, Katie realized that although the certificate program had given her an excellent foundation in database
systems, network design, and project management, her courses didn't cover many of the top skills employers were looking for So she decided to
fake aMOOC.

Last summer, having no experience with Ruby on Rails or dynamic programming, Katie enrolled in Berkeley's “Software as a Service” MOOC
{(which at that ime was on Coursera but is now offered through edX). She describes the experience as "very intense.” Katie estmates thatshe
spent about 30 hours per week completing the six-week course, noting * but that was because | found it 5o enjoyable " She says the challenges
were “bordering on overwhelming,” but with “a high enough level of difficuity that the satisfaction of completing them was beyond anything fd
experienced in my more traditional courses.” More than ten years after graduating from college with a degree in biology, Katie had found her
passion.

After taking a few more MOOCs and teaching herself how to program Android applications, Katie attended a three-month intensive code school
in Portland this past summer. There, she enhanced her Ruby skills, leamed about frameworks and pair programming, and staried networking in
the programming community. Just last month, Katie started as a software developer at a Porland startup. She loves her job and looks forward to
going o work every day.

Katie's story is not unique. There are probably thousands of people out there who are forging their own paths to success through MOQCs and
other nontraditional learning environments. As we continue to talk about whether MOOCs are effeciive learning environments, what to do about
the poor retention rates, and how to assess what siudents are leaming, stories like Katie's shouldn't be forgotien. They have an important role fo
play in the MOOC namative.
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
