Writing a proposal Tips

Writing a proposal is like selling. You want to the reader to buy your idea. Give lots of good reasons for agreeing with you. You cannot just say that your idea is good. Why is it good?

Heading
There are four sections in this proposal. Each section should be 100-150 words long. 

Pictures

A few pictures help to show the excitement of a sport

Section 1

Introduce the sport

Explain briefly what happens in the sport. Don’t be too technical or worry about rules. Remember that you are talking about the positive aspects of the sport. 

Section 2

Equipment & Facilities

What equipment is needed to play this sport? Is it easy to obtain? How much does it cost? Where is the sport played? (e.g. bowling alley, snooker hall)  Does it require a lot of space or certain weather conditions?

Section 3

Players & popularity

Describe the type of people who play this sport, both as a hobby and competitively. How old are they? The easier it is for people to play, the better. Describe the popularity of the sport. In which countries is it popular? If possible, mention famous players. 

Section 4

Why an Olympic sport? 

Why should your sport join the next Olympics? Give several reasons. You can summarise the points made in previous sections. 


Advice on writing style 

· Space your proposal so that each section is easy to read
· Use short sentences to make your points clear
· Use active voice more than passive voice


e.g.
Millions of people play gold around the world. 
Golf is played by millions of people play gold around the world.
· ‘If’ sentences help make your case. 

e.g.
The Olympics will be more attractive to teenagers if skateboarding is included.
