Preparing the learners

· Gain Ss’ attention using VAK – If you can hear me, raise your left hand.
 If you can see me, follow the hand signs after me.

· Framing – Acknowledge students that they love meeting challenges.

    There will be more challenges in the lesson.
· Challenge & Activate Prior Knowledge – Slap & Escape game 
Priming, Safety Environment and State Changing
· Review the components of the story structure skeleton for the analysis of a more complex story.
· Engage more learners in active participation - Pair-work 
· Celebration for success – High five, Good job, You’re great!
Demonstration

· Priming – prepare the learners’ brain to form connections related to the story -

Teacher demonstrates the technique of gathering information related to the story
with reference to the comprehension questions + vocabulary building
· Trial & error, building up smarter neural networking pathways - Students are asked to try out the method and use the information to predict what the story is about.

Increase Opportunities for Quick Feedback and State Changing

· Sharing ideas - Students form 4 big groups, stand up and start passing the worksheet where their prediction was written as the music starts. When the music stops, they will read another person’s prediction. 

· Giving positive feedback - If the prediction is possible, draw a smiling face.
Giving encouragement for trying - If someone has attempted, write good try.

Active Processing and State Changing
· Changing seating arrangements – 5 to 6 persons in a group.
· Using Visual thinking tools for analysis, comprehension and holistic view - Students were given different paragraphs of the story to read, enter the information on the story structure skeleton. 
· Playing background music while they complete their task.

· Exchanging materials with another group and collect more details.

· Increasing the dynamics in the classroom and allowing more communication opportunities – Exchanging information with another person (student’s own choice of partner who holds the missing colour paragraphs).
