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Teachers’ Guide

· Students should play the role of a member of this “typical family”, and through the study of different situations encountered by a family under the threat of Atypical Pneumonia (AP), students think empathically, as if they were one of the family members.  Students are encouraged to consider different factors before they make the final decision.
· Teachers should not pass judgements on students’ answers right away. Rather, they should guide them to reflect on their decisions.

· Teachers may choose different scenarios according to students’ interests and let them discuss in groups.

· Decision-making flow charts, which guide students’ analysis of the factors to be considered in different stages of decision-making, are attached in the “Tips for Decision-making”.


· Teachers should encourage students to express their own views and feelings by conducting case studies on people directly under the threat of AP.  Positive values and attitudes can also be fostered among the students.
