Extensive cleansing and disinfection was carried out at the Lower Ngau Tau Kok Estate by the Housing Department and completed today. The Department, together with other government departments and voluntary organisations, is reaching out to the elderly, providing them with cleansing kits and face masks, as well as offering help in house cleaning and disinfection for those in need.





The number of shoppers has dropped. Some shopping malls require shoppers to take disinfection measures at the door.
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All the members of a family of four have been infected with SARS. One is now in ICU (Intensive Care Unit), another in an incubator for new born babies, another in an isolation camp and the fourth in the house of a relative. The baby has not yet managed to sleep in her mother’s loving arms. The child longs for family reunion. The husband is holding back tears behind the window of the camp, while his wife struggles for her very life.


This is how I spent the day: I feel so bored spending the whole week watching TV at home. It bothers me to see Mother keeping herself busy cleaning here and there all day long. I long to go to the cinema with my friends from school. Spending all the time with my family is like in prison.
